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The season of Lent begins this 
month with Ash Wednesday on 
February 17th. According to the 
Manual on the Liturgy for the      
Lutheran Book of Worship “Lent  
… is to be understood as a time to 
reflect on Baptism and its basis in 
the death and resurrection of     
Jesus. Lent is, therefore, a time for 
rebirth and a renewal in prepara-
tion for the celebration of Easter.” 

Traditionally, it has been a time of instruction for new Christians 
and learning what it means to live a Christian life. 
 
Robert Longman Jr. says that “Lent is the season for the experi-
ence of giving your life over -- in each moment, bodily, deliber-
ately, to Christ and to what the Spirit is showing you. God wants 
you to surrender yourself, and let the Spirit work in you. In Lent, 
we take responsibility for our acts and thoughts, and treat certain 
of those as the killers they are. Lent is self-discovery of the parts 
of ourselves we don't want to discover, through prayer, fasting, 
and other disciplines. It is the opening up, the turning over to God, 
the repenting of our sins, the turning away from that which does 
not please God. Yet there is just a glimpse of Easter through the 
heavy clouds of Good Friday -- that Christ has taken the burden, 
and you don't have to carry it anymore. Don't you want to follow 
that kind of a God? 
 
1 Peter 2:4-5 says “As you come to him, a ‘living stone’ rejected by 
men but in the sight of God chosen and precious, you yourselves 
like living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a 
holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God 
through Jesus Christ.” As we “give our lives over … to Christ” Lent 
is a time when our Lord works at building us up in faith. 
 
Let us come together at Sunday Worship and during Midweek 
Lenten Services. Let us focus on daily Bible and prayer reading 
during Lent. Let us reflect on our Baptism and what it means for 
us. We ask God to build us into his spiritual house.

A letter will be 
going out to all members regarding the 
special congregational meeting to be held 
on January 31st, to vote on the resolution 
to enter into a process to terminate First 
Lutheran’s relationship with the Evangelical 
Lutheran Church in America (ELCA).     
Motion carried. 

· Motion by Dale, seconded by Randy, to 
recommend adoption of the 2010 budget 
by the congregation at the annual meeting.  
As part of this budget we have built in 
these projects: 

  1) handicap accessible bathroom 
  2) acoustics in the basement fellowship 
               room 
  3) replacement of four new windows 
               (lower level of the south side) 
  4) small west parking lot (however,  
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               given the number of projects it is  
               possible this will move to 2011) 
 As part of the 2010 budget approval mo-

tion, the Council will be seeking authoriza-
tion to use up to $25,000 from savings to 
fund these projects if required. 

· As part of the 2010 budget motion that car-
ried, the Council authorized $5,000 of the 
2010 total cash salary for Pastor Erik be 
designated as “Furnishing Allowance.” 

· Since the total amount withdrawn from sav-
ings in 2009 was approximately the same 
amount as the unbudgeted spending au-
thorized in Congregation Meetings 
(handicap addition, office renovation, and 
Danielson Scholarship Fund); and there is 
more than $80,000 in savings at the pre-
sent time, motion by Monte/Randy that we 
need not pay back the $20,528.43 to sav-
ings, that has been used for authorized 
projects.  Motion carried. 

· Report from Nominating Committee --   
Stacey Scheresky would accept the posi-
tion of Education Chair, and Duane Knell 
would accept the position of Treasurer.  
There is no name for Stewardship Chair at 
this time.  Thank you to Randy, Nadine and 
Dale for their years of service. 

· Dale asked about a confirmation picture 
display, which had been brought up prior.  
At this time we need more money to do 
this.  Notice will be put in the newsletter re-

garding this. 
· Discussion about benevolence -- We will 

give to the ELCA for the month of January, 
and after the vote is taken on January 31st, 
this could be suspended.
