The Gospel reading for Sunday, June 
20

th
 came from Luke 8:26-39. It is the 

story of Jesus healing a man by casting 
out demons and sending them into a 
heard of swine who then ran into the lake 
and were drowned.

The reaction of the people in the 
area is not what you might expect.

Maybe after seeing the source of 
income for the swine herders run 
into the lake they were afraid that 
Jesus might do something similar 
to other people in the region.

If Jesus can cast out the de-
mons in this man and make him whole, what is there in my life 
that Jesus can ñcast outò so that my life can also be whole? Imag-
ine sitting at the feet of Jesus!
